Ethanol plant site chosen by Otter Tail Ag Enterprises

The board of governors of Otter Tail Ag Enterprises, LLC, has announced the selection of asite for a55
million gallon per year ethanal facility the company plans to construct. Jerry Larson, OTAE board
president, says the company has selected a 109-acre tract of land in Section 20 of Fergus Falls Township.
The selected site has access to the mainline of the Otter Tail Valley Railroad in addition to the necessary

infrastructure. The city of Fergus Falls, Minn. is roughly two miles from the site.

Larson says the company’ s site committee worked for several months researching the best site for the
future shareholders of the plant. A number of factors were considered, including return on investment,
access to arailroad and highways, availability of electric power and natural gas, and a supportive

community.

Site chairman Ron Tobkin states, “We did our due diligence during the site selection process and have
determined thisto be alocation that meets the needs of the Otter Tail ethanol project. We look forward to

continuing the development of our project with this site as an asset of our future plant.”

Harold Stanidawski, executive director for the Fergus Falls Economic Improvement Commission,
indicated that the company’ s selection of the site is good news for the region and the city of Fergus Falls.
The plant is expected to create jobs and contribute dollars to the region. Stanislawski adds, “Thiswill be
the single largest private investment in Otter Tail County history.”

Otter Tail Ag Enterprisesisalimited liability ethanol company with headquarters at 1220 North Tower
Road in Fergus Falls, Minn. The company raised $2.4 million in seed capital in September of 2005 to
finance the devel opment of the project. The company website is expected to be live by mid-January at
Ottertailethanol .com.
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
